The Three Rivers Wildlife Management Area onthe outskirts of suburban Baldwinsville named for its N
location at the junction of the Seneca, Oneida, and Oswego rivers. The 250-acre area features 29 water units, including marshes and ponds
with planted evergreens and shrubs. Managed fields and wetlands support various wildlife, and prescribed burning maintains open spaces.
Hunting, trapping, fishing and wildlife observation are enjoyed on these lands.
