Goldmine Stream Falls located about 1 1/2 miles back along a well-worn herd path about 200 feet
from Campsite 14 along Piseco-Powley Road. These waterfalls are noted for their golden color and gentle flow most of
the summer. A great place to find solitude on a hot summer afternoon with a good book.
